The Gloucester Task Force on Community Concerns along with the Gloucester Board 

of Supervisors , School Board, and Sheriff’s Department are sponsoring a public 

forum to provide information and address questions of participants concerning the 

issue of gangs and gang violence.   The forum is planned for Thursday, September 17, 

2009 beginning at 7 p.m. in the Gloucester High School auditorium.  Topics to be 

addressed include the impact of gangs on Gloucester’s youth, the risk to senior 

citizens, an update on current gang happenings in Gloucester County and prevention 

measures to address this important issue.
